A NEW ESSAY PRIZE TO BE AWARDED BY CHANGING FACES
Have you ever thought about the ways that people with disfiguring conditions cope with the difficulties in their everyday lives that these conditions bring?
Changing Faces is the UK’s leading disfigurement charity. It supports and represents more than 500,000 people who have disfigurements to their hands, face or body. There are many causes, including genetic and congenital conditions, cancer and other diseases, burns, accidents, facial paralysis and chronic skin conditions.

The aims of the prize are to: 

· Raise awareness among health professionals of the importance of the psycho-social component of the care and rehabilitation of people with facial or other disfigurements. 

· Encourage health professionals to develop cost-effective methods for meeting the psycho-social needs of children, young people and adults with disfigurements, and their families
· Raise awareness of the work of Changing Faces.

Changing Faces National Essay Prize: Coping with disfigurement
Guidelines for Applicants/Conditions of Entry
The competition is open to undergraduate and postgraduate students anywhere in the UK, including students of medicine, dentistry, psychology, nursing, social work, play therapy and professions allied to medicine (prosthetists and orthotists, occupational therapists, physiotherapists, speech and language therapists). 

Each essay will be judged by two members of the Changing Faces Research Council. If the final decision is unclear, it will be made by a panel drawn from the Council.

       meeting the following administrative requirements:

· Written in English
· Not exceeding 2,000 words, excluding tables and references
· Typed in Arial, no less than 11 point
· Each sheet of the essay should have your name at the top, but your institution (if any) should not be named 
· Double spaced, with numbered pages, printed on both sides
· Accompanied by the attached form, signed by the candidate 

· Accompanied by an abstract understandable to a layperson (not more than 350 words) 
Content guidelines

· The essay should address how people with disfiguring conditions cope with the difficulties in their everyday lives that these conditions bring.  
· While Changing Faces recognises the importance of surgery, the emphasis should be on psycho-social mechanisms and interventions.  
· Any or all of the following topics could be included:
· ways people have discovered for themselves

· ways people have been helped to cope

· the need for further understanding to help people cope

· coping in different cultures and at different ages

· the role of health professionals

· how health professionals might develop (or be encouraged) to develop cost-effective ways of meeting the needs of people with disfigurements.
Additional Conditions

· All applications will be acknowledged, provided an email address is given.

· The essay should not have been published elsewhere nor be under consideration for publication.  
· The judges reserve the right to publish the winning essay(s) in full or in part on the Changing Faces website to raise awareness of the topic and in other Changing Faces publications.  They also reserve the right not to publish.
· On submission, you assign publication rights to Changing Faces.  The rights to publish entries that do not win revert to the author.

· The source of any artwork, tables, graphs or micrographs should be acknowledged in the usual way (i.e. at the end of the caption).   

· If submitting previously published photos, tables or artwork, please follow the instructions under ‘Permissions’ on individual Journal online home pages. 
· The winner will be asked to obtain permission to reproduce such material from the original publisher.

· Inclusion of photographs: Photos that feature a person’s head or face or any other reference to a person’s name or other personal details require consent:

· In order to comply with data protection and privacy rules, each individual who appears in a photograph must be made aware prior to photographs being taken of the fact that such photographs are being taken and of all the purposes for which they will be used and must give his/her explicit consent.  If such consent is made subject to any conditions (for example, adopting measures to prevent personal identification of the person concerned), Changing Faces must be made aware of all such conditions.  Particular care should be taken where photographs of children are concerned.  

· If a photograph features a person’s head or face or if any reference is made to a person’s name or other personal details, then specific written consent from the person to such use must be provided to Changing Faces.  Please use the “Person’s Consent to Publication” form attached.
· Entries that do not comply with the conditions above will not be considered.
· The judges reserve the right not to award the prize if standards have not been met.
· The judges’ decision will be final and neither they nor members of the Changing Faces team are in a position to offer feedback on entries.

· The winners will be notified and presented with the award at a mutually convenient time and place.
