	Whole class read through and teacher explanation of Validity and Reliability information sheet. This may be a re-visiting or introduction of these concepts. If students have previously encountered these concepts, you may want to run this as a brainstorming / Q and A activity.

 Students to rate the statements in relation to attitudes to disfigurement and to calculate their scores. Whole class feedback with brief discussion of scores.

Students to write down their ideas about internal and external reliability of this method of measurement. Whole class feedback and teacher comment.

Students to complete the Implicit Attitude Test online.

Students to comment on the validity (internal, population and ecological) of this test. Whole lass feed back with teacher comment.

Whole class recap of key terms and concepts. Possibly run as a Q and A session.
