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Similarities and Differences – Teacher’s Activity Guide
· The class should be split into two groups.

· Each group should make a circle, one on the inside of the other.

· Children should face each other. (Those on the outside circle should face in and those on the inside circle should face out).

· Children to talk to the child they are facing – their partner. They should find out at least one thing they have in common and one thing which is different. 

· These similarities and differences can be as broad as desired. (For example based on appearance, background, family, likes and dislikes, strengths and weaknesses, in or outside of school etc.) The teacher can focus these “find a similarity and difference based on your likes”, or leave the request open for the children to interpret.

· Children can feedback to the whole class.

· Children in either circle (but not both) should then all take a specified number of steps in the same direction, so that they are all facing a new partner.

· They should then find out at least one similarity and difference with their new partner. 

· This can be repeated as many times as desired.
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
