The statements above are designed to test your attitude to and expectations of a person with a facial disfigurement. The numbers a person circled are added to give a score. A low score indicates a positive attitude to disfigurements and a higher score indicates a negative attitude. 

What is your score on the above questionnaire?


It has been argued that self-report measures such as the above lack validity as a measure of our attitudes towards certain groups of people. 
· The reason for this may be that participants give socially desirable answers. In other words people don’t want to look as though they have a negative attitude, so they report a positive attitude.
· Another reason may be that participants’ negative attitudes are subconscious and that they are not even aware of their own negative beliefs.

To overcome this problem, psychologists designed the Implicit Attitude Test (IAT)

The idea of this test is that your reaction times indicate your subconscious attitudes. For example, if you are quicker at responding to a positive word when teamed with a person with a facial disfigurement, then you have a positive attitude towards disfigurement.
This experiment was carried out with 1000 participants with no restrictions on their ages or their socio-economic backgrounds. They were emailed about the experiment and completed it on-line.
How would you test the internal reliability of this questionnaire? Do your answers show that this method of measurement has high internal reliability?
