	2. Walk away and find a teacher. Tell them what you have seen.

	3. Go up to the person being bullied and ask them to come with you. Comfort them and tell them it was not their fault. Encourage them to tell a teacher.

	4. Walk away. Go and find your friends to talk about what you saw on television last night.

	5. Go up to the situation on your own. Tell the people doing the bullying to stop what they are doing. Later on, tell a teacher what you saw.

	6. Watch what is happening. Do nothing, regardless of how you feel.

	7. Call over the person being bullied. Ask them if they want to play with you and your friends on the other side of the playground.
